I know this may seem like a long way off, but I am trying to organise a trip for the Junior 
School choirs which will take place on Sunday 23rd September 2012.  This will take place 
at The Royal Albert Hall and our school have an opportunity to join many other schools 
from around the country to perform. Having led a choir through a similar concert, I found 
that all the children thoroughly enjoyed the whole experience.  
 
There will be a cost of £40 per child which will include CDs of the songs, a show T-shirt, 
coach transport on the day as well as transport to a rehearsal which will take place on 
Saturday 15th September. The first £20 of this will need to be sent in by Friday 10th 
February with cheques made payable to Our Lady of Sion. The remaining balance of £20 
should then be paid by Friday 13th April. I know this is quite an expensive trip, but it is not 
every day pupils get to sing at The Royal Albert Hall! 
Parents will be able to come and watch the performance, although you will have to find 
your own way there, as the children will be rehearsing on the morning of the concert. 
Tickets will also have to be paid for and, from previous experience, they are normally 
Royal Albert Hall prices but I will give you more information when I have it myself.  
 
Choirs are being allocated spaces on a ‘first come first served’ basis so I would really 
appreciate reply slips to come back as soon as possible and definitely no later than 
Friday 20th January.  
 
I hope that as many children as possible will be able to take up this opportunity.
